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Resumen

Durante el Xlll Congreso Centroamericano y del Caribe de Salud Ocupacional, se llevé
a cabo un importante encuentro entre los coordinadores de programas de postgrado en
Salud Ocupacional e Higiene Ocupacional. El objetivo principal de esta reunion fue
evaluar los diferentes programas académicos, identificando sus fortalezas y debilidades,
con el fin de mejorar la formacion de profesionales en esta area crucial. Cada coordinador
tuvo la oportunidad de presentar su programa, destacando sus particularidades y los
desafios que enfrentan en sus respectivas regiones. Se evidencié que, si bien existen
diferencias en los problemas especificos de cada regién, también hay puntos en comun
que pueden abordarse mediante la colaboracion y el intercambio académico. Una de las
conclusiones mas relevantes fue la importancia de fomentar el intercambio académico
entre las instituciones, asi como el apoyo mutuo a través de la figura de tutores. Se
reconocid que la diversidad de experiencias y conocimientos puede enriquecer
significativamente la formacion de los estudiantes y fortalecer los programas de
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postgrado. Ademas, se destacd el compromiso de la Universidad de Carabobo, a través
de su revista "Salud de los Trabajadores", y de la Universidad de Guayana, con su revista
"Copérnico", de brindar apoyo para la publicacién de investigaciones cientificas rigurosas
en el campo de la salud ocupacional. Este compromiso representa un impulso importante
para la difusion del conocimiento y el avance de la disciplina en la region.

Working Group of Coordinators of Occupational Health Postgraduate Programs in
Venezuela

During the 13th Central American and Caribbean Congress on Occupational Health, an
important meeting was held among the coordinators of postgraduate programs in
Occupational Health and Occupational Hygiene. The primary objective of this gathering
was to assess the various academic programs, identifying their strengths and
weaknesses in order to enhance the training of professionals in this vital field. Each
coordinator had the opportunity to present their respective program, highlighting its
unique characteristics and the specific challenges faced in their regions. It became
evident that, although there are differences in the specific issues faced across regions,
there are also shared concerns that can be addressed through collaboration and
academic exchange. One of the most significant conclusions was the importance of
promoting academic exchange between institutions, as well as mutual support through
the implementation of mentoring systems. It was acknowledged that the diversity of
experiences and knowledge can greatly enrich student training and strengthen
postgraduate programs. In addition, the commitment of the University of Carabobo,
through its journal “Salud de los Trabajadores”, and the University of Guayana, through
its journal “Copérnico, was highlighted. Both institutions pledged to support the
publication of rigorous scientific research in the field of occupational health. This
commitment represents a major step forward in the dissemination of knowledge and the
advancement of the discipline in the region.
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
